by the Quake’s offense. Shayne
Smith delivered the lone goal for
Yellowstone in the third period.
Damen Baxter took the loss for
Yellowstone as their netminder.

On Friday, Great Falls was looking
for their sixth victory in seven
games, dating back to October
31st, with four of those victories
coming on the road. The
Americans have bested the Gillette
(WY) Wild, Sheridan (WY) Hawks,
Butte Irish, and the Bozeman Ice
Dogs during that stretch of regular-
season contests.

Ethan Miller and Keifer Lundmark
combined for four goals and two
assists, and netminder Gunnar
Bergo made 22 saves as the Great
Falls Americans remained in third
place in the NA3HL Frontier
Division standings by posting a 7-
3 victory over the Yellowstone
Quake during the first night of
Military Appreciation Night at the
Great Falls Ice Plex on Friday
evening. Great Falls is now 4-1-0-0
when playing Yellowstone after five
head-to-head meetings.

During the first period, Great Falls
took 20 total shots-on-goal that
resulted in two scoring plays.
Tallon Caron put the home team on
the scoreboard first when he got
the puck through Quake goalie
Damen Baxter with 16 minutes
remaining. Ethan Miller gathered

his 14th assist on the score. Great
Falls’ Keifer Lundmark accrued his
second goal of the season ten
minutes after Caron’s tally. Jaxen
Savage and Tallon Caron earned
the assists. The Americans defense
held the visitors from Wyoming to
ten shots in the first twenty
minutes of action.

Both teams each traded two goals
during the first eight minutes of
the second stanza. Carson Joersz
scored with Nolan Winkler assisting
on the power play goal to cut
Yellowstone’s deficit (2-1). Great
Falls scored quickly (23 seconds
later) as AJ Prioli and Cooper
Clouse assisted on Ethan Miller’s
13th goal of the season. After
earning an assist on the Quake’s
first goal, Nolan Winkler tacked on
a lamplighter off a pass from
Tucker Sarkisian with the host
team in the penalty box. Cooper
Clouse drove through the lane to
add his 13th goal of the season
with 11:57 on the clock. Ethan
Miller and AJ Prioli were each
credited with one assist apiece to
give the Americans a two-goal
advantage (4-2). The Americans
would put the biscuit in the basket
once more before the end of the
period. Kiefer Lundmark scored for
the second time tonight, with Jaxon
Savage and Tallon Caron collecting
their second assists of the game.
Great Falls came out of the second

intermission with a 5-2 advantage.

That quickly changed as Ethan

Miller took advantage of the power
play opportunity and secured his
second goal of the night, set up by
Cooper Clouse and Tallon Caron 56
seconds into the final period of
regulation. The Americans scored
their seventh goal thanks to a shot
by EJ Sanchez near the net off a
pass from Fisher Hannesson with
less than seven minutes
remaining. Gavin Denis received
the secondary assist. Before the
contest ended, Yellowstone’s Colby
Jensen, who started the season
with the Butte Irish, put the puck
in the net for his first scoring drive
of the season. Julian Merschdorf
and Shayne Smith assisted on the
third score for the Wyoming NA3HL
team.

Great Falls produced more 49
shots-on-goal in 60 minutes of ice
time. Yellowstone, who had a team
high of 13 in the third frame,
finished with 35.

Two of Yellowstone’s three goals
came with the Americans in the sin
bin. The Quake went 2-for-5. Ethan
Miller’s third-period goal came
while the visiting team was down
a man (penalty). Great Falls went
1-for-2 on the power play.

Four players led the charge for the
winning team. Ethan Miller was one
goal shy of a hat trick (2 goals, 2

Many players play only rubber bridge
and are not interested in duplicate
bridge. This is a pity, because there is
no doubt that duplicate provides a
means for vast improvement of one's
game.

The average rubber-bridge player who
makes a mistake tends to forget about
it quickly or might not even be aware
of his transgression. But the duplicate
player who makes a mistake cannot
escape as easily, since the score slip
indicates that other players who held
the same cards did not get the same

poor result.

Furthermore, because the duplicate
player is competing against
contestants at other tables, he is
naturally more inclined, as a matter of
pride, to do the best he can with the
cards he holds.

Consider this deal where at one table,
West led the K-A and another heart
against four spades. Declarer ruffed,
cashed the K-A of diamonds and ruffed
the six of diamonds with the seven of
spades. East overruffed with the queen
and returned a trump, and South later
lost another diamond trick to go down
one.

At several other tables, South made
four spades by playing more carefully.
The first five tricks went exactly the
same way, but at trick six, South took
the precaution of trumping the six of
diamonds with the ace! He then
cashed the ace of clubs, ruffed a club
and trumped the jack of diamonds with
dummy's seven. East overruffed with
the queen, but declarer had the rest of
the tricks and his contract.

In rubber bridge, the declarer who
failed might not have given his misplay
any further thought or might not even
have known he had made an error. But
in duplicate bridge, his culpability
would be evident, because other
declarers had succeeded where he
hadn't by finding a superior line of play.

Obituary of Joseph M. (Sonny)
Gusick

Joe’s Story - September 6, 1929 -
November 11, 2025

Joseph M. (Sonny) Gusick, the love
of my life, was born to Joseph A.
and Vlasta Bazant  Gusick
September 6, 1929, in Great Falls,
MT.

Joe grew up south of Highwood on
the family farm - the kind of farm
where one also worked in town to
make ends meet. Brother Kenneth
A. Gusick joined the family in 1931.
It was “hard times” growing up in
the Great Depression but

surrounded by many aunts, uncles,
cousins and neighbors it worked.
Joe learned how to “cobble” things,
repair things and nothing went to
waste or was thrown out if it might
be of future use.

Joe graduated from Highwood High
School in 1947. In 1950 Uncle Sam
came calling. He was drafted into
the U.S. Army. His service times
were fondly remembered in spite

of working in the southwest desert
during the Atomic Testing when
protections were limited mainly
due to lack of knowledge about
radiation at the time.

Coming home, Joe continued to
help with the family farm while
taking various jobs in town to help
make ends meet. A self-taught
musician, Joe entertained with
other musicians around the area
and later with Montana Ramblers
as part of the Great Falls Retired
Seniors Volunteer Program. He also
helped out with his niece and
nephews as much as he could by
bringing them to the farm to learn
about farming life.

Square Dancing was another
source of enjoyment, and it was at
a New Years Eve dance in 1985
that he met his future wife, Judy D.
(Klinke) Hardinger. They were
together many years before
formalizing April 27, 2007. Family
and friends approved and were
excited to welcome Judy into their
large extended family.

When some of the farmland around
Joe was sold for housing
development, Joe would promptly
introduce himself to the new
neighbors and share his incredible
knowledge of the area. He would
provide the history of the land they
were building on and offer his time
and tools to help them out. Many
lasting friendships were made and
have continued as “new people”
move into the community.

Joe was active in the Highwood
Senior Center serving as President

for one year and attending may
activities the Center offered. In his
early 60’s his in-town work ended
as the result of an industrial
accident that damaged his right
hand. Worker's Compensation then
decided he was at maximum
healing and had him go on Social
Security. He continued to work with
his hand and achieved a much
better result over time. Joe
continued farming into his 80’s and
“retired” from that due to age and
health issues. He leased the land
to good friends and neighbors to
keep it in farm production.

July 9th, 2024, Joe received the
Montana Governor’s  Veteran
Commendation in a lovely
ceremony at the Veterans Memorial
in Great Falls for service in uniform
and out, something Joe treasured.

Joe is survived by his wife, Judy
Gusick, at the family farm,
Nephews Mitchell (Dona) McLain,
Aloha, OR, Troy (Holly) McLain of
Thayne, WY, Lance (Michelle
Sullivan) McLain Great Falls, many
great nieces and nephews, a few
great-great nieces and nephews.

Joe was preceded in death by his
parents, brother Ken, niece Kari
McLain, and beloved *“cousin
brother” Ron (Tyke) Gusick.

No services are planned at this
time. Memorials may be sent to
Peace Hospice, the Highwood
Senior Center, or donor’s choice.
